Seed Lube #1 is a very fine, high purity graphite powder designed to eliminate bridging inside 
the planter box.  Graphite by nature in an inert material that will not effect the seed, soil or 
environment. 
 
Seed Lube #1 (graphite) is ideal for use on older style finger planters.  The graphite will coat 
the walls of the planter box, also reducing equipment wear. Seed Lube #1 is not 
recommended for use on the newer style air seeders due to coating of the sensor eyes, 
resulting in the sensor not being able to see the seed and giving planter error lights. Seed 
Lube #2 or Seed Lube #3 are better suited for those applications.
